Drainage problems in The Causeway BP – The East Herts Highways team have told us that this is due to blocked ditches located on private land and therefore not their responsibility. TB has investigated this and has cleared a concrete chamber that accepts water from various drain gullies under the highway. TB believes these drain gullies relate to drains which have been tarmacked over by the Highways team. TH is to discuss this with James Vine when Highways complete further resurfacing next month.
